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FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

e In order to fit the R&G radiator guards, the OEM plastic guards will need to be
removed, if fitted.

e Starting on the right-hand side of the bike, remove the lower bolt securing the
horn using a 12mm socket and wrench, arrowed in picture 1. Then disconnect
the two wiring connectors and remove the horn.

e Remove the upper radiator mounting bolt arrowed in picture 1 using a 10mm
socket and wrench, followed by the bolt located underneath the horn. Now
remove the plastic guard shown in picture 2 - loosening/removing the bike’s side
panels may give better access for this.

e Arrange and affix the strips of protective foam (item 3) to the inner frame of the
right-hand radiator guard (item 1).

e Offer the right-hand radiator guard up to the radiator, then secure using the
original mounting bolts, as shown in picture 3, then re-fit the horn and check
operation.

e Repeat the previous steps for the left-hand side (minus the horn removal) to fit
the left-hand radiator guard (item 2).

Pour installer les protections radiateur R&G, les protections en plastique d’origine
devront étre retirées, si elles sont installées.

En partant du cété droit de la moto, retirez le boulon inférieur fixant le klaxon a
I'aide d'une clé et d’une douille de 12 mm, fléchées sur la photo 1. Débranchez
ensuite les deux connecteurs de cablage et retirez le klaxon.

Retirez le boulon de montage du radiateur supérieur indiqué sur la photo 1 a
I'aide d'une douille et d'une clé de 10 mm, suivi du boulon situé sous le klaxon.
Retirez maintenant la protection en plastique illustrée sur la photo 2 - le
desserrage / retrait des panneaux latéraux de la moto peut permettre un meilleur
acces.

Disposez et fixez les bandes de mousse de protection (article 3) sur le cadre
intérieur de la protection radiateur droite (article 1).

Présentez la protection radiateur coté droit sur le radiateur, puis fixez-le a l'aide
des boulons de montage d'origine, comme indiqué sur la photo 3, puis remontez
le klaxon et vérifiez le fonctionnement.

Répétez les étapes précédentes pour le cOté gauche (sans le retrait du klaxon)
pour monter la protection radiateur co6té gauche (article 2).

Schraube, die die Hupe befestigt, mit einem 12mm Steckschliissel (siehe
Abbildung 1). Danach trennen Sie die zwei Kabelverbinder und entfernen Sie die
Hupe.

e Entfernen Sie die obere Montageschraube fiir den Kuihler, die in Abbildung 1
gekennzeichnet ist, mit einem 10mm Steckschlissel. Danach entfernen Sie die
Schraube, die unter der Hupe fixiert ist. Entfernen Sie nun den Kihlerschutz aus
Kunststoff, der in Abbildung 2 abgebildet ist - die Loésung/Entfernung der
Motorrad-Seitenteile kann den Zugang verbessern.

e Die Schaumstoffstreifen (Artikel 3) gleichmaBig verteilt am inneren Rahmen des
rechten Kiihlerschutzes (Artikel 1) anbringen.

e Den Kihlerschutz fir die rechte Seite an den Kihler ansetzen und mit den
original Montageschrauben befestigen wie in Abbildung 3 abgebildet. Danach die
Hupe wieder anbauen und Uberpriifen, dass sie ordnungsgemaB funktioniert.

e Wiederholen Sie die vorherigen Schritte (ohne die Entfernung der Hupe) an der
linken Seite, um den Kiihlerschutz fir die linke Seite (Artikel 2) zu montieren.
